
What is engineered wood fiber? 
Engineered Wood Fiber (EWF) is processed new or virgin wood.  It has never been used for 
another purpose.  It contains no twigs, bark or leaves.  SilvaSport™ Playground Chips are also 
free from toxins and allergens. 
 
Why should I use engineered wood fiber as a playground surface material? 
There are numerous reasons to choose SilvaSport ™Engineered Wood Fiber as a practical and 
attractive option for playground surfacing.  Delivered to your site, SilvaSport™ is easy to obtain 
and install, and is a cost effective choice.  SilvaSport™ is wheelchair accessible and durable.  
Less abrasive than sand, and free of bark and leaves, SilvaSport™ is safe and comfortable. It is 
clean and natural looking and requires minimal maintenance to keep it safe and attractive. 
 
Are SilvaSport™ Playground Chips certified? 
Yes!  SilvaSport Playground Chips have been certified by *IPEMA to meet or exceed 
government standards for impact attenuation of surface systems under and around playground 
equipment (ASTM F1292-04), as well as ADA standards of accessibility.  
 
What are the maintenance requirements? 
Once installed, SilvaSport™ Playground Chips can be kept at their highest performance level by 
a regular visual inspection for “low areas” and foreign matter.  They should be raked 
periodically, especially under high-use areas, such as slides and swings.  Over time, the surface 
material may need to be added to or replaced, typically every 3-5 years. 
 
What do I need to know about installation? 
SilvaSport™ Playground Chips should be installed at a minimum depth of 12 inches.  Installation 
over asphalt or concrete can cause poor impact results.  Adequate drainage is essential and will 
lower long-term maintenance costs. 
 
Where are SilvaSport™ playground chips used? 
They are ideal for schools, parks, childcare centers, jogging trails and backyard play areas. 
 
How much should I order for my project? 
The chart below shows generally the amount of SilvaSport™ Playground Chips necessary for the 
following depths after compaction.  Certification is valid only on installations of 12 inches or 
more.  For more specific help in ordering, contact one of our customer representatives. 
 
 

Depth Quantity Size of Playground Area 
8” 38 cubic yards 1000 sq feet 
9” 42 cubic yards 1000 sq feet 
10” 46 cubic yards 1000 sq feet 
11” 48 cubic yards 1000 sq feet
